To Whom It May Concern: 

As far as I have been able to determine, your operations are currently legal.  Based on my review of the 

FTC’s web site, various news articles, and news stories, I believe the practice of “piggybacking” is 

currently legal.  Additionally, it is my opinion that the Truth in Lending Act, the Fair Credit Reporting Act, 

and the Fair and Accurate Credit Transaction Act do not appear to apply to your current business 

operations. 

The FTC has skirted the issue and has not issued an opinion either way on the legality of the practice.  

The Mortgage Lenders’ Association considers the practice “fraudulent”, but that is only the opinion of 

that association.  The opinion carries no legal weight.  I have not been able to find any case law that has 

dealt with this issue and decided it one way or the other.   

Therefore, at the present time, it is my professional opinion that the practice is legal under current 

federal regulations and law.
